· 2024 Inspections:  one bid received, waiting on two more. 
2024 Master plan projects/Clean Water State Revolving Fund Loan #R38351:

· First disbursement for $33,496.00 has been released to the Sanitary District.
· The disbursement fee is for Engineering expenses related to the 2024 summer projects.
· The district is waiting for DEQ to approve the amendment loan as $1.9 million.
· Ken Johannes is working on equipment purchases needed for this summer’s projects.
· Three bids were received on March 12, 2024, for the projects:
· Iron Horse LLC for $1,112,261.00
· SAK for $1,405,401.00
· Insituform for $2,071,913.00
· The Board approved to award the contract to Iron Horse LLC.
2024 Sewer line Cleaning and Inspections:

· Three companies were solicitated, but only 1 submitted a bid.
· Pacific Int-R-Tek bid for $32,650.00.
· The Board approved to award the contract to Pacific Int-R-Tek.
Mt. Hood Brewery, Account #159:
· No update.
Mt.Hood Skibowl, Account #100:
· Brett Fischer is still working on the new retail/ticket office to be developed this summer. No decision has been made yet on the final design.
District Credit card:
· US Bank visa card received. $2,000 credit limit.

· The Visa card will be used for miscellaneous equipment purchases.

Summit Rest Area:
· FHWA plans to improve the Summit Rest Area parking lot. 

· The paving project will have no impact on the district’s sewer lines.

US Forest Service – Special Use Permit:

· The Forest Service is planning to end the districts Special Use Permit for the Treatment Plant. 

· The Sewer lines would still be on a Special Use Permit.

· Andrew Tagliafico and Ulla Brunette attended a meeting with the Forest Service on April 2, 2024. Karina Hawley stated they will be surveying the land and completing an appraisal within the next 3 years, with the intent to sell the land to the Sanitary District. Andrew informed Karina that the district does not have the funds to purchase the land.

· Further discussions will take place, but at this time, they have extended the Special Use Permit for another 30 years.
