· The Board proposed a starting rate of five (5) EDUs for the base rate and five (5) SDC’s. After twelve (12) months, the highest of the following three (3) criteria will be charged. 
· Volume – one EDU is equal to 700 cf per month.

· BOD strength – one EDU is equal to 0.25 pounds BOD per day.

· TSS strength – one EDU is equal to 0.20 pounds TSS per day.

· After twelve (12) months, if the rate is higher than 5 EDUs, additional EDUs/SDCs would be charged. The additional EDU fees will be charged back to the startup date. The SDC fee would be charged the same as initially paid at startup date. The current SDC rate is $6,501.67 per EDU.

· Andrew Tagliafico moved to approve 5 EDUs and 5 SDCs for the start up rate and if the flow exceeds five EDUs after 12 months, the Brewery will be charged the additional EDU fees back to the startup date and billed the additional SDC fees. Ed Rogers Seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.

· Legal advice from both sides will be needed to complete the agreement.
